We have an amazing national story, our island history is one of various chapters
and of a global impact, with some formidable and phenomenal heroes and
heroines, as well as a few rogues and wicked souls.

Christianity has been our golden thread since the first Christians arrived in
Dover almost 2000 years ago, impacting our politics, economics, welfare,
education and healthcare, as well as our landscape and architecture.

The mainstream media tends to focus on what makes them money, through
advertising, which once upon a time was not true of the BBC, who sought to
be a public service broadcaster;they still try but the accounts no longer add up
as they did.

Click bait and banner headlines are the new order of the day, how quickly we
seem to move from one disaster to another, from one continent to another
from one politician to another; the stories we are told are a mile wide and an
inch thick, and although fish and chips aren't wrapped up in newspaper
anymore, if you are brazen enough or thick skinned enough or the stories are
blatantly untrue, they tend to be chip paper or something similar quite quickly.

The earthquake in Thailand, the Christians killed in the church in the Congo or
in Damascus, the plane crash in India, let alone long running civil wars and
invasions or even stories about Panda bears, become history very swiftly and
those impacted by them passed over and forgotten.

However with the rise of various social and public media outlets and the
gradual demise of both print media, fewer viewers of the news channels and
public broadcasters, different stories are being told, but what is true?



How do we or can we verify the veracity of what is asserted and does it
matter? Truth always matters, which is why the truth of the stories told matters,
even the Roman Governor Pontius Pilate wondered what truth was.

If we listen to dreadful, hopeless and tragic stories all the time, the doom and
anxiety it creates drags us down.Yes there is bad news, but there is also good
news ( in old English Gospel). There is a better story, of hope, love,
reconciliation, healing and joy, amongst other things, we can make a choice to
focus and dwell on these things.

By now most residents will have spotted a series of new planters brimming
with vibrant flowers that have been strategically placed around the village,
adding a splash of colour and natural beauty.

Thanks to a wonderful collaboration between our local volunteer group River
Gardeners' Association(RGA) and River Parish Council (RPC). RPC and Kent
County Council (KCC) collectively funded the new planters and materials,
whilst dedicated members of RGA contributed their expertise to their design
and planting up each container.



A spokesperson from RPC added, " We are absolutely thrilled with how these
planters have turned out. It's a fantastic example of what can be achieved when
community groups and local authorities work together. We provided the initial
funding, in addition were also granted a generous contribution from KCC and
RGA brought their talent and dedication in bringing the vision to light. RGA
commented "We wanted to create something truly special for River, and are
now seeing the positive impact in the village which is incredibly rewarding.

RPC's next collaborative project will be the habitat improvement along the
river Dour. Instigated after commissioning an extensive survey by The Wild
Trout Trust in April of this year RPC are shortly to undertake funding
discussions with the White Cliffs Countryside Partnership and Affinity Water.
This is a long term project and should it come to fruition it's delivery will not
be before at least summer 2026. Updates of our progress will be published on
the RPC website as well as Rivall. The WTT survey may be viewed in full on the
River parish website.

WTT commented in their report " The Dour is a river with some great
attributes and one the local community should be proud of'." RPC want to
engage with residents in assisting with the conservation of the Dour and the
future project combining our resources and your volunteer efforts.

FROM RIVER REC TO CRABBLE

Hi everyone, I'm Ryan — and I'm proud to say I've called River home for most
of my life.

My family moved to the village when | was just two, and some of my earliest
memories are of kicking a ball around River Rec and exploring Kearsney Abbey.
Like many local kids, | went to River Primary — a brilliant school where | made
lifelongfriends — before heading to Dover Grammar School for Boys. And right
from day one, football was at the heart of everything | did.

My first ever match was for Dover Rangers under-6s on the River Rec pitch — a
place that quickly became a second home. | played there all the way up until |
joinedDover Athletic's youth team at under-13 level.

At grammar school, | had to learn to balance football with studies — my parents
were big on education, and I'll always be grateful for that. My football journey
took me from playing for Dover District to representing Kent from under-11s
through to under-14s. That experience opened the door to Premier League
scouts, and at 14 | signed for Crystal Palace.

While football was always my first love, | also had a go at athletics. Thanks to
some enthusiastic PE teachers at school, | got into triple jump and the 400m in
the football off-season — and even represented Kent at the famous Gateshead
Stadium. My claim to fame? For about two weeks when | was 16, | was ranked
number one in the country for triple jump — not bad, hey?

Between |4 and 16, | was training two nights a week with Palace, often doing
my homework in the car on the way there, then playing matches on Saturdays.
At 16,1 was offered a scholarship with the club — a proud moment that meant
moving away from River and into a host family in Bromley. | loved playing
against top academy sides, coming up against talents like Callum Hudson-Odoi
(probably the best I've played against), Emile Smith Rowe and Ryan Sessegnon.
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At 18, | signed my first professional contract with Hull City. It was a great
experience training with the first team day in, day out, but after a nasty ankle
injury — and with Covid turning football on its head — | came home. One of the
proudest moments of my career was captaining Dover Athletic at just 21,
becoming the youngest captain in the club’s history.

After that season with Dover, | was approached by Torquay United and made
the move down to the English Riviera. It was a big decision, but an exciting one
— and | spent two years down in Devon, playing in a completely new
environment and learning a lot of life skills along the way.

Last season, | returned to Dover on loan — and couldn't have asked for a better
comeback. Helping the team win promotion via the play-offs, especially the
unforgettable win at Dartford, was an incredible experience. Now I'm back
living in River and proud to have signed again for Dover, ready for another big
season ahead.

But this summer also marks a new chapter for me — off the pitch.

While football's still a huge part of my life, I've also trained and qualified as a
Mortgage and Protection Advisor — something I've been quietly working
towards over the past year It's been a great challenge, and now I'm excited to

be helping people locally in a new way.
